Ingredients
450g dried mixed fruit

250g brown sugar

½ pint warm black tea, strained

2 tsp mixed spice

450g self-raising flour

1 free-range egg, beaten

Method
In a large bowl soak the fruit and sugar in the strained tea
and leave overnight.

The next day, preheat the oven to 170C/150C Fan/Gas
3½. Line a 900g/2lb loaf tin with baking parchment.
Mix the remaining ingredients into the fruit mixture and beat
well.
Pour the mixture into the loaf tin and bake for 1½ hours or
until a skewer inserted into the middle comes out clean.
Allow to cool in the tin. 

When completely cool, turn out and serve in slices with butter
and a cup of hot tea.

The end of your course is the date stated as such on

your original CAS Statement (unless it is later than

that original end date due to re-sits/ repeats or

writing up your dissertation). 

On a Student Route visa, self-employment,

freelancing and business activities of any kind, is

strictly forbidden. .

Work is not permitted on a Visitor Visa/ETA or a

Short Term Student Visa.
